The 1960 Topps set was the last of the breed of high-quality artistic cards created by Topps. After 1960, baseball cards became more and more oriented toward statistics and were never again as carefully designed.
Each player card in this set has two photos on the front, along with a cartoon illustration on the back. The set was the last one in which each card was carefully crafted by Topps artists one at a time. Starting the following year, Topps created their cards in an “assembly line” process which was efficient, but made the cards more generic and less appealing.
World Series cards appeared for the first time. This was also the first time the Topps All-Rookie team was ever selected. The coaching staffs of each team were given their own cards in a 16-card subset.
The high series (#507-572) were printed in smaller numbers than the rest of the set.
Some cards appear with white backs (ivory), others with gray backs, and a few occur in either variation. Prices for variations are noted in the list below.

In 1961, Topps went crazy with specialty cards for the first time. Checklists (apart from team cards), League Leaders, and Topps Rookie All-Star trophies started with this set. Also known as the “hatless wonders”, the 61 set is made up of portraits of hatless players – and many of them look horrible without their caps – especially Killebrew. The cards were printed in black and Army green on a dark colored card stock, which makes them pretty hard to read, even when they are in great condition. Overall, a boring set to look at. The backs don’t contain paragraphs, just “blurbs”. They did manage to get Mantle onto 6 different cards, but overall this set was Topps worst ever up until that time.  The saving grace is found in the specialty cards, otherwise it would get one lonely star.

This was the year Topps introduced multiple-player rookie cards. The 1962 cards were an improvement over 1961 (not a difficult feat) and have stood the test of time to become one of the most popular sets of all.  Some cards in series 2 are tinted green. This happened when someone at the printing plant was supposed to load one of the presses with cyan blue, and accidentally used a slightly different shade of light blue. Some collectors value these greenish cards more highly because they are scarcer. Others feel that the printing error negatively impacts the card condition. The reality is, it seems to have zero impact on retail value.

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Having finally vanquished competitor Fleer, and with the strong showing in ’63, Topps didn’t stray too far from that design in 1964. The fronts of the cards are great. Nice bold design and excellent photography all the way through the set. The backs are another story. On the back was a “mystery cartoon” in the lower right. If you can’t read it, that’s because you have to rub it to make it appear. Of course, doing so lowers the condition of the card by a notch! The backs were printed in orange on a white background, which makes them hard to read. There are more centering problems on the card backs than any other set, and the orange borders are easily chipped as well.  These are clearly the worst card backs Topps ever produced. However, collectible value is enhanced by the many rookie cards of the set, although only a few have real lasting value. LaRussa, Piniella, Richie Allen, Tony Conigliaro, Tommy John, and Phil Niekro are probably the most noteworthy rookies. The Mantle (who looks determined – see below) and Rose (who seems happy-go-lucky, also shown below)  are beautifully photographed.

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The 1965 Topps baseball set is nicely done, both front and back, merging attractive color schemes with a simple design.  The 1965 issue yielded one of the genuine anomalies of the era: a virtually error-free set.  In the oddity department, Jim Kaat had his name misspelled on the front of his card – Katt – and the Lew Krausse card (#462) actually pictures Pete Lovrich, but that was about it from the proofreading end.  There are rookie cards of Joe Morgan, Steve Carlton, Catfish Hunter and Tony Perez.  The two most attractive rookie cards in the set are of a couple of American League pitchers: Luis Tiant and Denny McLain.  Both got their own great-looking single cards.  Plenty of vintage-era Hall Of Famers can be found in the set, with most of the cards going at affordable prices.  Overall, this is probably the best Topps set made during the 60s from a collectors point of view.

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One thing that is noticeably missing is the highlights from the previous year’s World Series, a source of disappointment to fans of the Dodgers, who won the ’65 title, as well as the Twins, who needed 22 years to get back to the Fall Classic.  It would be the only year between 1960 and 1978 where Topps failed to issue at least a single card commemorating the World Series.

The three most notable rookies are all Hall of Fame pitchers: Jim Palmer, Fergie Jenkins and Don Sutton.  Other rookies in the ’66 set include Bobby Murcer, Roy White, Bob Tolan, Lee May, Andy Etchebarren and Davey Johnson.  Ollie Brown also makes his first appearance on a card as a member of the Giants, but he would later become the first player drafted by the San Diego Padres when they began playing in 1969.

Topps made a sad but unintentional mistake on card #447. The player was identified as Dick Ellsworth but actually showed Ken Hubbs, a promising infielder who had died in a plane crash before the 1964 season.

Cards 371-446 are only slightly scarcer than cards 1-370, but the final two series are much tougher to complete. Cards 447-522 are known to collectors as “semi-high numbers,” difficult but not impossible.  Cards 523-598 are called the “high numbers” and are the hardest series to find.

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This series has one of the most interesting backgrounds ever, which appears to be a burlap design.  The backs are similar to the popular 1967 set, except yellow instead of green.  The top rookies are Johnny Bench and Nolan Ryan.  The 1968 Topps set features the final cards for 28 players, including #330 Roger Maris, #167 Elston Howard, #99 Rocky Colavito and #58 Eddie Mathews.  Unfortunately, none of these cards feature them on the team of their glory years.  Maris’ last card shows him as a Cardinal, Mathews as a Tiger, Howard with the Red Sox and Colavito with the White Sox.  The distinctive border style of the 1968 set also serves to hide corner wear very well.  Therefore, it is still possible to find many 1968 Topps cards in nice condition.  All of these factors combine to make the 1968 Topps one of the least expensive vintage sets to complete.

The best reasons to collect this set is that the high numbers aren’t very high, and the first-year players for four brand new expansion teams. With two new teams in each league, the first casualty was the team card. With new clubs in Montreal, San Diego, Kansas City and Seattle, it was just not to be, so Topps scrubbed the team-card subset for the first time in 13 years.
Trying to figure out how to picture all those news uniforms apparently gave rise to more recycling and numerous shenanigans. Many of the photos were at least four years old, including #190 Willie Mays in a cropped version of the same photo used on his 1966 Topps card #1, or an even more egregious re-use in the case of #100, Hank Aaron, with the same photo from his 1968 card.
Topps finally sent out another photographer late during spring training in 1969 to get some new pictures of the players from the A’s, Astros and the four expansion teams. Many of these new shots appear in the 5th, 6th and 7th series of the 1969 Topps set.
#625 Mack Jones and #278, Gary Geiger, are the result of the players batting from the opposite side of the plate to pull one over on the Topps photographer. A more elaborate deception prevailed with card No. 653, a high number, in which Aurelio Rodriguez sent batboy Leonard Garcia to pinch hit for him at the photo shoot.
